• The students will travel in the deluxe buses provided by the trip organizer, under the supervision of 

their class educators. 

• The class teachers and adequate staff members will be accompanying the students on the trip. 

• Students to come in their winter school uniform and must wear their ID card. 

• In a small backpack the child should carry his/her water bottle, a face towel and some snacks that 

they would like to share with their friends during the journey. 

• No child will be allowed to carry a mobile phone. 

• It will be a holiday for the students who do not wish to go to the trip. 
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• After the trip, on reaching the school, the students will assemble in the front lawn of the school with 

their Class Teachers for attendance. Please ensure that you take your ward from the school after 

the attendance is marked. The students are expected to return to school in the evening by 7.30 

p.m.
